I am writing to seek an expedited advisory opinion from the Federal Election Commission (FEC)
regarding recommended security improvements to the family home where Rep. Gabrielle
Giffords (AZ-08) resides while she is receiving rehahilitation.

On January 8, 2011, Rep. Giffords was shot and severely wounded at an event sponsored by her
congressional office. Since January, Rep. Giffords has been undergoing treatment at TIRR
Memorial Hermann Hospital in Houston, TX. She was recently transferred to outpatient
rehabilitation, allowing her tn return to the family residence when she is ot receiving treatment.

At the request of the House Sergeant of Arms, the United States Capitol Police (USCP)
conducted a sscurity assessment of the family home and her general threat risk using USCP
standards and best industry practices. After that assessment, the USCP made several
recommendations to increase the security of the home that are specific to the identified needs of
Rep. Giffords® security, and inciude improved exterior lighting, improving locks in the home,
and the installation of a duress alarm button. The estimated cost of the recommendations is
$2,200. These impiovements are net intended to increase the value of the property.

Since the ntteck on Rep. Giffords occurred at a congressicnal activity, I am ingeirihg whether the
costs of these sefety measures may bte covered by Rep. Giffords’ campeign funds.
